In 1895, Freud hypothesized in his "Project for a Scientific Psychology”

that there was a link between the motor system and emotions. Freud
suggested that - in the absence of neurological findings - hysterical
symptoms were the result of psychological processes i.e. "energy” was
being diverted from the psychic system into the motor system when
memories and their related affect could not be dealt with.
