We welcome applications from clinicians in psychoanalytic and psychotherapy training, graduate students in 
Psychology, Psychiatry, Social Work, Counseling, Psychiatric Nursing, and from clinicians who have completed 
graduate school or training programs within the past 5 years. Applicants should have a strong interest in Self 
Psychology and Intersubjective Systems Theory and wish to immerse themselves in these transformative 
psychoanalytic/psychotherapeutic theories that animate our clinical understanding and work. We hope that mentees 
come to appreciate these ideas, integrate them into their clinical work, and that they will join us in interesting their 
colleagues in their power and therapeutic usefulness.   
  
To apply, please send 

• A personal statement (maximum one page single spaced) describing your interest in learning more about 
Self Psychology. Graduate level coursework, conferences and/or workshops attended, and/or books or 
papers read are all relevant.  

• Your current Curriculum Vitae.  
• Two letters of recommendation. The letters should detail your strengths as a person and as a clinician, 

and if relevant, provide information about how you have faced challenges of which your reference writer is 
aware. Please ask your reference writer to tell us: 
1. How they have seen you develop as a psychotherapeutic clinician and how they envision you 

contributing to Self Psychology going forward.  
2. How you have dealt with challenges, for example work with a challenging patient. Have you written 

about a therapeutic problem, done any teaching, and/or made contributions to a specific community?  
3. What personal qualities make you a thoughtful, empathic, clinician and perhaps scholar.   
4. Reference letters should be sent from the writer to iapsp.ecp@gmail.com with the applicant’s name in 

the subject line of the e-mail.
